29.09.2011 Music as Narrative (Narrative as Music?):
Putting Rhythm before Representation
Richard Walsh

Narrative concepts have an established, if controversial, place in music analysis, despite the non-
representational (and so evidently non-narrative) quality of the medium in itself. This lecture con-
siders the relation between music and narrative from a cognitive perspective, in order to think about
narrative beyond, or before, representation. Richard Walsh identifies rhythm as the key to the com-
mon somatic, social, and affective foundations of narrative and music, and presents a view of its
centrality to pre-linguistic communicative behaviour. The emergence of language from proto-
communicative behaviour of this kind suggested, is closely bound up with the development of narr-
ative intelligence and the subsequent divergence of narrative and music as cultural forms.

Hansen’s current research addresses the experiential challenges posed by
21st century media, with particular emphasis on the expansion of sensibility and the future
orientation of data-driven media forms.
